Tuesday, two Senate appropriations subcommittees decided to fund the two important community technology programs - the Technology Opportunities Program and the Community Technology Centers program - at levels comparable to last year’s amounts, despite the Bush Administration’s recommendation to eliminate these programs in their FY03 budget. Under the leadership of Senators Tom Harkin (D-IA) and Arlen Specter (R-PA), the Senate Labor, Health and Human Services and Education Appropriations Subcommittee, voted to continue funding the CTC program at $32.5. The Senate Commerce, Justice, State and the Judiciary Appropriations Subcommittee, under the leadership of Ernest Hollings (D-SC) and Judd Gregg (R-NH), voted to continue funding the Technology Opportunity Program at last year’s level.
